Thankfully, all of Caesar's medical conditions
were treatable. His tumors were benign, and he
was asymptomatic to both tick-related illnesses.

But first, he
needed love and medical care.

Program, where he proved to be a good patient
throughout his healing process.

Snowball, a 3-month-old kitten, knew only
blinding pain. She came to us frightened, frail,
and visibly suffering. Our medical team found
that the kitten’s eye was severely infected and
bulging in an abscess.

As uncomfortable as she was, Snowball trusted
the compassionate hands of our medical staff.

Dr. Smith went to work right away on
Snowball's eye. Most of the eye removal cases
we encounter are due to conjunctivitis, a virus
that commonly impacts kittens. But Snowball’s
condition was different. The eye socket was
deeply festered and needed a drain. Her case
was intensive and would require a lengthy
healing process.

Snowball’s bravery and sweet
personality won our hearts.
Thank you for saving her.

Friends like you made sure Snowball had all
the time and attention she needed to heal in our
Kitten Nursery. We provided warm compresses
and clean bandage changes twice a day. We also
provided care for a severe case of ear mites and
debris in Snowball’s ears.

As she grew stronger, healthier, and happier,
Snowball won our hearts. With her loving
personality, she quickly made a name for herself
as a sweetheart and staff favorite. We could see
the kitten was thriving.

After three months of dedicated medical
treatment and enrichment from our staff,
Snowball was ready to move to the adoption
floor! The moment she became available,
she found loving arms. Snowball was quickly
adopted, proving that all she needed was a
chance.

Snowball arrived with a severely
infected eye. Thanks to you, we
could invest in a kitten'’s surgery,
healing, and recovery.
